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Physical Development 


P.E. will take place on a Monday and Wednesday morning. We will be learning to develop fine motor skills through different activities such as, threading, cutting and using tweezers to pick up small objects. Also, we will be taking part in regular funky finger and dough gym activities to strengthen our finger and hand muscles.  





Understanding the World


We will explore stories that help children develop a positive sense of themselves and others around them. We will be learning about our differences and similarities. We will be learning about the world around us including the local environment. The children will be able to explore Google Earth and compose a map of our journeys to school. We will be celebrating the Christian festival Christmas, the Jewish festival Hanukah and the Hindu festival Diwali. We will have a visit from Iskon Temple. We will also be celebrating Halloween and Bonfire Night. 





Maths 


In Maths, we will be reading number stories and singing number songs. The children will be learning to match and sort different objects. We will be comparing different amounts, as well as, size, mass and the capacity of different objects both indoors and out. We will be creating and continuing patterns. We will be learning about numbers 1 to 5, one more and one less. With shapes, we will name and talk about the features of 2D shapes.








Communication and Language


Each week we will have an object of the week, this will be an unusual object used to develop and widen vocabulary. During Circle Time, we will be talking about experiences that we are familiar with, including family routines and special occasions. We will discuss the importance of being safe when near fireworks.  During Story Time, we will be reading stories and discussing the characters, what we think will happen next and what we liked about the story. We will be doing Plan, Do and Review. This is where children can plan and review their play by talking and sharing their ideas with their peers. 





ICT 


This term children will be learning to play games on the Interactive Whiteboard and laptop such as painting games and simple counting games. As well as learning how to operate the CD player. 

















Personal Social and Emotional Development


Over this term we will be settling into our new classroom and learning how to use the areas within the classroom and outdoor area. We will be learning to follow school rules, make new friends and learn to share and take turns. Also, we will be learning about the importance of oral hygiene.

Expressive Art and Design


In the Creative area children will be learning to use paint and junk materials to make representations of their homes and people including self-portraits. Our role play area is changed regularly and this term we will be creating areas such as a New Home and a Dentist.





Literacy


Phonics Phase 2 will begin, this will teach children letters of the alphabet and to read simple words by segmenting and blending. Everyday children will be practising to recognise and write their name, using the correct formation. Children will be recognising familiar logos and labels that they may see in and out of school. Children will begin to write labels and lists. Children will have the option to write a letter to Santa. At Story Time we will read many rhyming stories and will be learning to find and say words that rhyme.
