Personal Social and Emotional Development


We will continue to follow school rules, build on friendships and learn to share and take turns. We will continue to work on recognising our own feelings and others. We will continue to get dressed and undressed in PE independently.  .










































































Understanding the World


We will continue to explore stories that help children develop a positive sense of themselves and others around them. We will explore season, with a particular focus on Winter and Spring, what clothes we wear during different seasons and why. We will explore our planet, different animals and their habitats. We will also be celebrating Chinese New Year, Valentine’s Day, Shrove Tuesday and World Book Day. We have a visit from Road Safety and will be going on a trip to Hall Hill Farm.  








Expressive Art and Design


In the Creative area children will be learning to use paint and junk materials to make representations of animals and their habitats. We will look at artist Vincent Van Gogh ‘Starry Night’ and recreate our own. In the Construction Area we will be learning to create boats and rockets. Our role play area is changed regularly in line with the children’s interests.





Physical Development 


We will have 2 PE sessions this half term. Tuesday morning and with Little Movers on a Thursday morning. We will be learning to develop fine motor skills through different activities such as, threading, cutting and using tweezers to pick up small objects. Also, we will be taking part in regular funky finger and dough gym activities to strengthen our finger and hand muscles.





Communication and Language


During Circle Time, we will be talking about experiences that we are familiar with, including family routines and special occasions. During Story Time, we will be reading stories and discussing the characters, what we think will happen next and what we liked about the story. We will be doing Plan, Do and Review. This is where children can plan and review their play by talking and sharing their ideas with their peers. We will continue to encourage children to use vocabulary linked to our topics.  





ICT 


This term children will be learning to play games on the Interactive Whiteboard and laptop. Children will have access to their Purple Mash accounts.

Maths 


In Maths, we will be reading number stories and singing number songs. We will be learning how to compare numbers to 5, building on numbers 6,7 and 8, looking at mass, capacity, height and length. We will continue to subitise and count to and from a given number and order numbers 1- 20.





Literacy


In phonics, we will be moving onto phase 3 sounds. Children will begin writing short words and simple sentences. Everyday children will be practising to recognise and write their name, using the correct formation. Children will continue to bring home a reading book each week. We will visit the library weekly. At Story Time we will read many rhyming stories and will be learning to find and say words that rhyme. Children will be encouraged to re-tell familiar stories, using actions and phrases from the story. 











How to support your child at home


Help your child to recognise and write their full name. 


Practise counting, recognising ordering numbers to 10.


Read stories with your child, asking them to retell the story, their favourite part and what they think will happen next. Where possible encourage your child to talk in a full sentence. 


Practise getting dressed and undressed independently, including putting on and zipping up their coats.
