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ICT 


This term we will explore pictorial algorithms by sequencing a story and discussing what comes next.  














Understanding the World


We will explore stories that help children develop a positive sense of themselves and others around them, our families and our differences and similarities. We will compare baby photos and photos of us now. We will explore the world around us including the local environment. We will begin to explore the world around us using our five senses. The children will discuss the importance of Oral Hygiene. We will celebrate the Hindu festival Diwali and have a visit from Iskon Temple, the Jewish festival Hanukah and the Christian festival Christmas. We will also celebrate Halloween and Bonfire Night. We will be exploring the changes that happen in Autumn.








Maths 


In Maths, Children will be exploring shapes and repeated patterns. Children will begin to hear and say number names as well as ordering numbers and counting up to 3 from a group. We will be doing Plan, Do and Review. This is where children can plan and review their play by talking and sharing their ideas. 


 





Communication and Language





Our focus is to develop children’s vocabulary. Using language to name objects and begin to describe their features and uses. Children will be encouraged to join in with Small Group Times and listen to others. During Circle Time children will share what they have been up to at the weekend developing their speaking and listening skills. 





Personal Social and Emotional Development 


This term in Nursery our focus is settling children into their new environment and modelling how to use the equipment in the classroom safely and correctly. We are also supporting children to make new friends and join in with routines and transition over the sessions. There is lots of new rules that children are learning to follow and join in with and this can take children a while to establish and embed such as learning to share and tidy up. 


During our daily Welcome Board, we will be discussing the days of the week, the weather and talking about how we are feeling each day. We will be learning to put our coats on independently. 





Literacy


This term children will be listening to lots of stories that contain repeated phrases that they can join in with. Also, stories that develop an awareness of rhyme. Children are going to begin early reading skills to recognise familiar advertising logos as well as learning to recognise their name. We will begin Phase 1 phonics, this will teach children to listen and recognise different sounds. Children will be encouraged to give meaning to the marks they make and we will make a weekly visit to our school library.  










































































Expressive Art and Design


Children will have the opportunity to explore different media and materials. This can include painting using their hands, sponges, brushes as well as exploring mixing colours together. Children can also look at using different materials such as buttons, sequins and wool to make different effects on their picture. Our role play area is changed regularly and in line with the children’s interests. We will explore Artist, Andy Goldsworthy.

How to support your child at home
