Understanding the World


We will continue to explore stories that help children develop a positive sense of themselves and others around them. We will be learning about different seasons, what clothing we wear and why. We will take a closer look at arctic animals and their habitats. We will be celebrating Chinese New Year and Valentine’s Day. We will also be visiting Hall Hill farm this term.








How to support your child at home


Help your child to first recognise the first letter of their name and the letter sound then move onto recognising their name.


Practise and make your child aware of numbers and letters in the environment and begin to name them for example, recognising numbers on doors. 


Read stories with your child, asking them to join in with repeated parts and talk about their favourite parts.  


Encourage your child to get dressed and undressed independently, including putting on their coats.  














Personal Social and Emotional Development 


This term in Nursery our focus is embedding deeper understanding in our rules and routines and building stronger relationships with our peers. We will continue to model how to use the equipment in the classroom safely and correctly. We will continue to work on our sharing skills and playing in a small group. During our daily Welcome Board, we will be discussing the days of the week, the weather and talking about how we are feeling each day. We will continue to learn how to put our coats, shoes and socks on independently.





Physical Development 


P.E. will take place on Thursday Morning with Little Movers. Children are encouraged to wear jogging bottoms and trainers. In the classroom children will be learning to use tools such as pens and paint to make lines and circle movements.  We will be supporting children to use scissors to cut snips in paper in tape. We will take part in regular funky finger activities to help strengthen out muscles. 











Maths 


In Maths, we will be looking at 2D shapes and numbers to 5. We will sing lots of number songs to help us learn the order of numbers. Children will be encouraged to use ‘first’ and ‘then’ to describe a sequence of events. We will continue to complete puzzles and talk about positional language. 


We will be doing Plan, Do and Review during their nursery session. 


 





Expressive Art and Design





Children will have the opportunity to explore different media and materials. This can include painting using their hands, sponges, brushes as well as exploring mixing colours together. Children can also look at using different materials such as buttons, sequins and wool to make different effects on their picture. Our role play area is enhanced regularly and in line with the children’s interests.
