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This document maps out Maths progression within our Early Years Foundation Stage Unit. The aim of this document is to provide a guide to how maths progresses across EYFS classes and achieving the Early Learning Goals.

	Number
(comparison, counting, cardinality, comparison)
	· Make counting part of everyday language eg counting building towers, setting plates out.
· Counts in everyday contexts, sometimes skipping numbers 1,2,3,5.
· Combines Objects.
· Takes part in finger and game rhymes with numbers.
· Begin subitising a group of objects 0-3
· Show me numbers 1-3
· Compares amounts. Vocab ‘Lots’ ‘More’ ‘Same’

	· Develop subitising and recognise a small groups of objects 0-5 without having to count them individually. 
· Orally count to 10
· Begin to count forward and back
· Say one more for each item in order: 1, 2,3,4,5. 
· Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total. 
· Show ‘finger numbers’ up to 5.
· Recognise numbers 0-5
· Experiment with their own symbols and marks as well as numerals 0-5
· Solve real world mathematical problems with numbers up to 5.
	· Count objects, actions and sounds.
· Know number names and the number value in a set
· Recognise numerals 0-20 and beyond
· Continue to develop subitising 0-5/ 0-10
· Count to ten confidently
· Count to 20 and beyond
· Explore the composition of numbers to 10.
· Compare numbers
· Understand the ‘one more then/one less than’ relationship between consecutive numbers. 
· Explore number bonds to 10 in real life context using concrete resources, including subtraction and doubling facts.
	· Children have a deep understanding of number to 10, including the composition of each number. 
· Subitise up to 5
· Automatically recall number bonds up to 5 and some number bonds to 10, including double facts. 

	Numerical Patterns
	· Notice patterns and arrange things in patterns. 
· Notice and recognise colours
	· Talk about and identify the patterns around them. 
· Extend and create ABAB patterns – stick, leaf, stick, leaf. 
· Notice and correct an error in a ABAB repeating pattern. 
· Begin to describe a sequence of events using words such as ‘first’, ‘then’
	· Continue, copy and create repeating patterns.
· Extend and create a repeating pattern AABB  or ABCABC
· Begin to describe a sequence of events of using first, then,  now.
· Explore counting patterns in number eg 2’s 10’s
	· Verbally count beyond 20, recognising the pattern of the counting system.
· Compare quantities up to 10 in different contexts, recognising when one quantity is greater than, less than or the same as the other quantity.
· Explore and represent patterns within numbers up to 10, including evens and odds, double facts and how quantities can be distributed equally.

	Shape, Space, Measure
	· Uses language such as ‘on top of’ ‘up’ ‘down’ ‘through’ 
· Climb and squeeze themselves into different spaces.
· Complete simple jigsaws.
· Compares sizes, weights. Uses gesture and language ‘bigger/little/smaller’, ‘high/low/heavy’. 
· Build and construct using shapes.
· Show and awareness of different times of the day eg morning, lunch time, afternoon
	· Begin to talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes and their properties. Use language such as round, sides, corners, straight and flat.
· Select shapes appropriately: flat surfaces for building, triangular prism for roof etc.
· Understand position through words alone.
· Describe a familiar route.
· Discuss routes and locations using words like ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’ 
· 
· Compare quantities with language: ‘more than’, ‘fewer than’
· Make comparisons between objects relating to size, length, weight and capacity. 
· Develop a growing awareness of time eg days of the week
	· Continue to talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes and their properties. Use language such as curved.
· Select, rotate and manipulate shapes in order to develop spatial reasoning skills eg jigsaws
· Combine shapes together to make new shapes
· Compose and decompose shapes so that children recognise a shape can have other shapes within it, just as numbers can.
· Compare length, weight and capacity. 
· Continue to use maths talk and discuss key events in daily routines eg days of the weeks and months, one minute
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
